ioannina is the capital of the prefecture of ioannina and the capital of the wider geographical region of epirus. the historical city of ioannina, which is also called “the city of legends and traditions”, stands at an altitude of 480 meters on the edge of lake pamvotis. It is located 440 Km northwest of Athens, 250 Km southwest of Thessaloniki and 80 Km east from the port of Igoumenitsa, in the Ionian Sea. Ioannina is a major pole of development for the Region of Epirus, as it gathers the greatest part of the urban population, as well as the greatest percentage of active population. In addition, there is a large number of students in the town, who consist a great part of the city life.
The city of Ioannina was first mentioned in 527 a.d. by the historian prokopios who wrote about the founding of the city, the new euroia. However, it was not until 879 a.d. that the name Ioannina was used for the first time in the acts of Constantinople. The city flourished in time, becoming an important financial and cultural centre. During the Byzantine and Ottoman times it was referred to as the “metropolis of knowledge”.

Today, the city of Ioannina is a fast developing urban center. The city’s modern development is marked by its advancement in the arts, literature, trade and tourism and supported by development of the regional infrastructure including Ioannina National Airport, the modern Egnatia Odos motorway, the city’s hospitals, the University of Ioannina and the Technological Institute (T.E.I.) of Epirus. 

The castle of Ali Pasha, the lake with its picturesque island, the Cave of Perama, the Wax Museum of Pavlos Vrellis, the Ancient Theatre of Dodona, constitute city landmarks.

Ioannina is connected by coach services to: athens (6 hrs), Thessaloniki (3 hrs), Patras (3 hrs), Igoumenitsa (40 minutes), Arta (1hr), Preveza (1hr and 30 minutes). A ferry boat connection with Italy and Corfu from the port of Igoumenitsa is also available. The city has a modern National Airport (“King Pyrrhus”), at a distance of 4 km from the city center and 10 km from the University Campus, with two or three flights daily to Athens (50 minutes) by Olympic Air.

The University of Ioannina was founded in 1964 and has operated as an independent Higher Educational Institution since 1970. The Campus is located 6km from the center of the town and is one of the largest university campuses in Greece. It covers an area of almost 850 acres with many green open spaces which surround the buildings. The classrooms, the laboratories, the halls of residence, the main library, the students’ restaurant etc are designed and equipped of the latest specifications.

The University of Ioannina has achieved academic recognition at a national and international level for its achievements in teaching and research, and has developed into one of the country’s most modern Universities. The Institution consists of 5 Schools and 17 Departments. It offers undergraduate, postgraduate and doctoral studies in many fields.

Advanced research activities and Research Institutes, i.e. the “Ioannina Biomedical Research Institute”, the “Institute of Transportation and Telecommunication”, the “Science and Technology Park”, promote the scientific activities of the University and its impact to the International Scientific Community.

The University of Ioannina is supporting many International Student Exchange Programmes, i.e. Erasmus, Mundus, Interreg, Leonardo Da Vinci etc, and also international cooperation with Universities, Institutes etc.

The Socrates Erasmus EILC organising institute is the Centre for the study of Hellenic language and culture of the University of Ioannina, which started its operation in the academic year 1991-1992. Formally it was established in 1996. The main mission of the Centre is to promote Greek traditions and to encourage familiarity with the traditions of other countries through teaching, internalisation and the promotion of Greek language. To support this cause the Centre developed three areas of activities: teaching, research and culture.

Through all these years approximately 6000 students from all over the world have studied and taught Greek as a foreign language in the Centre.

The Centre for the study of hellenic language and culture housed in the international centre for hellenic education-culture and vocational training “Stavros Niarchos” which is located next to the University Campus and quite near to the student residences, the sports club and students’ restaurant of the campus.

During the programme students can use all the facilities offered by the University.

	Accommodation is provided in the many residence halls of the Campus. All students participating in the programme offered a single room with an en-suite facility, bed sheets, towels, blankets, free internet access, in the price of 50,00€ per week. There is also provided cleaning and technical service and kitchens supporting cooking facilities on every floor in the residence halls.

	Within the University Campus there are University Canteens, a student restaurant and a staff club restaurant named “FEGOS”. The students who will participate in the EILC Programme, will have, for free (using a special student card for reduced prices “PASO” provided by the University), all their three meals (breakfast, launch, dinner) everyday in the students’ restaurant.

During the summer period, from the 1st of August until the 30th of August, the students’ restaurant is closed and students can have their meals at the University cafeterias or in other places in town. There are many restaurants and canteens in town, where one meal costs at least 10 euros per person.
