By taking the assessment, you will also have a chance
to improve your level by following an OLS language
course.

By following an OLS language course, you
receive access to all the modules and all the
levels in that language. You are free to follow
as many activities as you wish, at your own pace
and in the order of your choice, from anywhere
and at any time.

At the end of your exchange abroad, after having
taken the final language assessment, you will be able
to check your progress in the language, and receive
a detailed evaluation record informing you of your
new level. This is also an opportunity for you to easily
update your Europass CV or Youthpass!
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With such flexibility, it is up to you to design
your own learning path according to your needs
and preferences, and reach your own goals.
